Please note:

1.  The hall should be available 2 ½ hours prior to our scheduled performance. 

2. A FACILITY MANAGER, AUDIO AND LIGHTING ENGINEERS must be at the facility from load-in through load-out.

PARKING FACILITIES

Parking spaces are required for band vehicles at the performance site. The group presently utilizes two 15 passenger vans and one equipment truck.

STAGE REQUIREMENTS

1. Recommended stage dimensions: 30 feet wide by 25 feet deep. (Recommended)
2. Sufficient overhead lighting is necessary to read music.

STAGE PREPARATION PRIOR TO OUR ARRIVAL

1. The stage will be cleaned, cleared and ready for load-in.

2. 1 chair (without arms) is required, placed off-stage

3. A storage area near the stage should be set aside for large, heavy equipment cases.

4. All lighting focus should be completed before load-in.

5. For outdoor performances, the performance area should be clean, dry, level, and stable. 
Note: Brass in Blue travels with our own music stands.  We do not require the facility to provide them.  
SETUP 
1. The Group will arrive approximately 2 ¼ hours prior to performance.

2.  Set up/sound check will take approximately 60 minutes.
3.  Doors should be open to the public 1 hour prior to performance.

PA SYSTEM
With the exception of large facilities (i.e. over 1500 seat venues), Brass in Blue uses its own PA/sound system. 

In venues over 1500 seats, Brass in Blue will utilize the house system.  Please contact the operations representative for exact needs.
LIGHTING
1. The band requires white overhead stage lighting bright enough to read newspaper print without difficulty. Lighting intensity should be equal throughout the stage area to include any apron area. 
2. The house lights should be lit to allow patrons to find their seats without concern.  During the concert, Brass in Blue requires the house to be lit to 50-65% to allow for audience interaction.  We do not require the house to be dark.  

3. If possible, a dedicated special will be needed stage right for the American flag.
4.  A qualified lighting board technician should be available for the set up, sound check, and concert.

5. Lighting focus should be complete before load-in.
DRESSING ROOMS/WARM UP ROOM

1. The men’s dressing room(s) must accommodate 12 males, with coat racks and mirrors, if available.

2. The female’s dressing room must accommodate 4 females, with coat racks and mirrors, if available.

3. Dressing rooms should be attached to rest rooms, if possible, and must be secure while the band performs.

4. One large room is needed (out of hearing range of the stage) for the musicians to ‘warm-up’ their instruments.
